Nine Mile Creek Watershed District Adopted New Rules
The Nine Mile Creek Watershed District Board of Managers adopted new rules on Wednesday, March 19, 2008 at the monthly Board meeting.  The adoption of the new rules follows a year of planning and rule making that included regular monthly meetings with a Technical Advisory Committee with representatives from State agencies, Hennepin County, Metropolitan Council, and the Cities of Bloomington, Eden Prairie, Edina, Hopkins, Minnetonka, and Richfield.

The new rules include regulations relating to floodplain management, sediment and erosion control, stormwater management, and wetland management.  The rules also include procedural requirement and include regulations on exceptions and variance. 

A new aspect of the District’s regulatory and permitting program is the establishment of a permit fee schedule.  The intent of the fee requirement is to reimburse the District’s administrative, inspection, and enforcement expenses as provided for by Minnesota state statute (Minn. Stat. 103D.345, subd. 2).  
The new rules were adopted to be effective for any permit application received by the District on or after March 20, 2008.
